Introduction

The Brief Paper presented at the conference will be published in the CoSMEd2011 conference proceedings CD. Please write your paper in good English (British English will be used for consistency). The length of the Brief Paper should preferably be within 3 to 5 pages. Your Brief Paper should be on A4 paper size.  Manuscripts should as far as possible conform to the style set forth in the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (APA Sixth Edition).
Use single line spacing and 2.5 cm (or 1 inch) margins for all sides of the paper. The font size should be Times New Roman, 12 points. Ensure that each new paragraph is clearly indicated. Do not use page numbering.  All sentences are to be justified.  No space between two paragraphs.
For your introductory section, include the objectives of your work and provide adequate background information including a review of other literature on the subject. Do not include a summary of the work and result that you are presenting.

Level 1 Heading 

Level 1 heading has the following characteristics: Centred, Boldface, Uppercase and Lowercase Heading.  Leave a space of 12 points before beginning a new head.  Divide your Brief Paper into clearly defined sections. Each heading should appear on its own separate line. The title of each section or subsection should be bold.

Level 2 Heading 
Level 2 heading has the following characteristics: Flush Left, Boldface, Uppercase and Lowercase Heading.  Leave a space of 12 point before the next header.

Level 1 Heading

Provide sufficient details to allow the work to be reproduced. Methods already published should be indicated by a reference.  Follow internationally accepted rules and conventions: use the international system of units (SI).  If other quantities are mentioned, give their equivalent in SI.  Try to avoid using footnotes.
