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Notes for Contributors

Submission of Manuscripts

Papers are accepted for consideration on the understanding that they are original and
not, in any manner, in breach of copyright. Authors are requested to provide an
electronic copy of the manuscript in a Microsoft Word file to expedite the publication
process. Electronic copies can be sent by e-mail or in CD-ROM in ‘crush-proof’ packing.

Specifications for Manuscripts

Abstract
The article should be accompanied by an abstract of 100-150 words on a separate page
and to be typed in italics. Include three to six keywords.

Author Identification

The first page of the manuscript should have the title of the author’s/authors’ names,
designations/positions, academic qualifications, current address of the author/authors,
telephone/facsimile address, and e-mail address. The second page should contain the
complete title but no author’s/authors’ names.

Editorial Conventions

Articles should be in English, typed one and a half-spaced, on A4-size page, or 8 %2 " x
11 ¥ " paginated with one and a half-inch (1 %2 ") margins on all sides. Since the second
page bears the complete title, the subsequent pages should have a running-title.
Manuscripts should conform to the style set forth in the Publication Manual of the
American Psychological Association (APA) (Fifth Edition, 2001).

Printer’s Conventions
Tables. Tables must be on separate sheets, numbered with Arabic numerals and
provided with titles. Example:

Figures. All illustrations/artwork, diagrams should be in high quality electronic form,
suitable for scanning and reproduction. Indicate in the running-text where the illustration
is to appear. If the figures are not included in the soft copy, please submit clearly
labelled figures or photographs on an A4 paper and indicate on the manuscript where
the figures are to be inserted. All figures are to be labeled according to the APA format.
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Example:

Figure 1. Title of figure (centred, lower case).

References cited in the text should be listed alphabetically, at the end of the
paper in the following APA standard forms, remembering to use single spacing with
indent:
